Please read the following and pray about the 
responsibility you will be fulfilling in someone’s spiritual life. After reflection, attest to the information below, sign 
the statement of eligibility and have this from submitted at last one week prior to the baptism. 
 
From the Code of Canon Law: A sponsor for the Sacrament of Baptism must be a Catholic who has received the 
Sacraments of Baptism, Eucharist, and Confirmation. They must be free from canonical penalty and must lead a life 
in harmony with the faith in keeping with the function to be undertaken. (Canons #874 & 893)
